Depending on specific needs and possible challenges, journalists should consider
selecting items from the following list and also think strategically about other
equipment that might be useful. Many news organizations recommend keeping a
packed emergency bag at home, at the office, or in a personal or news vehicle.
Consider where you may be as well, since internet service and power access may be
limited or no existent.
